Greetings Shooters.  What a beginning!  
ISSA Directors voted to lower the minimum target requirement for 2021 State Teams due to the shortened skeet season last year.   Open teams and Ladies will require 500 targets in the four guns and 500 targets in doubles of which 300 must be shot in Illinois.  Juniors and Sub-Juniors will need 500 targets in the four guns and doubles of which 300 must be shot in Illinois. Shooting the state shoot is required in order to be on the state team.  Directors will readdress the minimum target requirement for the 2022 State Team at the Fall 2021 meeting.  
You may have already viewed the State Teams for 2021 posted on www.ilskeet.com.  If not, please do so and congratulations to those of you who made the team.  Plaques for State Team Members are being ordered by request only.  If you earned a position on the State Team and you want a plaque, please email kayshedd@ilskeet.com before June 2021 with your request. 

Congratulations to Tim Conrin being elected President of ISSA with Greg Hufnagel being elected as Vice-President.  Kay Shedd remains as Sec/Trea.   ISSA also welcomed Downer’s Grove back into the association and we are all looking forward to their first registered skeet tournament in many years.  

The Illinois State Shoot is scheduled to be held at Peoria Skeet and Trap the weekend of August 27, 28, 29- 2021.    Due to declining attendance and increasing expenses, the ISSA committee has decided to continue having this as an open shoot. This will allow shooters from neighboring states to attend for targets only. Non-resident shooters will be eligible for monetary awards, excluding added money if any is available.  Non-resident shooters will not be eligible for state titles, including concurrent titles or All American points that may accompany the titles.

State Shoot Registration will be posted on www.ilskeet.com.  Please feel free to communicate with your friends.  Very few members will receive the registration form thru the mail this year.  You are welcome to print and fill out pre-registration as soon as it is posted on the website and either email or mail to the address on the pre-registration form. 

Incomplete forms will not be processed.
Medals for the State Shoot 2020 were ordered from NSSA at a substantial savings.  Overall satisfaction with the quality and cost of the medals dictates that ISSA will be going this route again for the 2021 State Shoot.   Class runner up and 3rd medals will be ordered by request only.  
A reminder that your NSSA Classification Card is available online at NSSA-NSCA.org.  They are no longer being mailed to shooters.  You are required to print your own classification card.  NSSA is planning Satelite Shoots, meaning, there are several clubs you can choose from to participate in the US Open.  More details can be found on the NSSA Website.
